Audubon Colorado has presented the Audubon Colorado Conservation Award for 2007 to SeEtta Moss, long-time environmental activist and leader in the Arkansas Valley Audubon Society, of Canon City.  The Award, which is Audubon Colorado’s highest conservation honor, was presented to SeEtta at the March 8 meeting of the Audubon Colorado Board, in Denver.  SeEtta was chosen for this recognition because of her many years of tireless work as a voice for birds and wildlife throughout the Arkansas River watershed and all across Colorado.  This work includes numerous leadership positions within Audubon, both in her local Audubon chapter and at the state level.  She has served as the President of the Arkansas Valley Audubon chapter and is currently the chapter’s Conservation Chair.  She is also currently serving on the Audubon Colorado Board and as the Chair of the Audubon Colorado Science and Conservation Committee.  
 
SeEtta has long been a leader in the fight for sensible management of the Arkansas River and other Colorado rivers to sustain environmental benefits for both wildlife and people.  She was chosen as the first environmental representative on the Arkansas Basin Roundtable, where she now serves as the Vice-chair of the Roundtable and chairs the Non-Consumptive Needs Assessment Subcommittee.  SeEtta is an avid and knowledgeable birder, who has worked in many capacities for bird conservation in Colorado.  Within her Audubon chapter, she has helped lead their efforts to organize the annual Bird-N-Nature Fest in Pueblo and activities associated with the development of the Colorado Birding Trail.
