Our most significant action was offering monthly programs to the public.

Phase 2 of the Audubon Center capital project was completed and celebrated! The last week of October, Mile High Youth Corps coordinated the final trail construction and sitework around the farmhouse and amphitheater. The Audubon Center was selected as the site for Home Depot and Metro Volunteers “Corporate Day of Service.” On September 28 about 200 Home Depot employees volunteered to build trails, plant native wildflowers and shrubs and build bluebird nest boxes. The project culminated with a dedication ceremony on September 30 for the Lois Webster Outdoor Classroom. Native American dancers and a drummer from the Lakota / Dakota nations performed.

We organized our new program series, "Sustaining and Restoring Native Ecosystems in the Southern Rockies." We have booked 12 scientists and naturalists to talk about subjects ranging from global warming to fire ecology to species extinctions and how to prevent them. A $2750 grant from SCFD allows us to bring in speakers from outside our area and publicize our programs in local media. This is a cooperative venture with Naropa University and the University of Colorado INVST Community Leadership Program.

· In cooperation with Waterford Press developed a 10-panel foldout, laminated, pocket guide to the birds of northern Colorado. The 150 bird species featured in the guide were chosen by Fort Collins Audubon to represent the birds most commonly seen and most sought by visitors to our area. Price: $5.95.

· Participated in the 2nd Annual Northern Colorado Birding Fair at Fossil Creek Reservoir Regional Park
· Publicized reports from FCAS scholarship recipients
· Sponsored a Beginning Birding Class presented by a local naturalist
· Conducted a cleanup of an “adopted” city natural area
· Participated in both a work session and a planning session in support of conservation efforts on the Pawnee National Grasslands
Grand Valley Audubon Society

The Nature Center master plan was completed and we now have the hard copies of the plan.  The plan and other site development elements were paid for by a CDBG HUD grant.  I will bring the mounted plans to the meeting.

Five acres of non-native plan were removed this period with the help of volunteers and the Western Colorado Conservation Corps.  This was partly paid for by a grant from Natural Resources Conservation Service, which still has money for further work to be done on the site.  This grant was for wildlife habitat restoration, to remove non-native plants, re-vegetation, planting native grasses, trees, infill the edges of the pits to provide habitat, increase the size of the wetlands and build a 1.5 acre lines fresh water pond.  Volunteers help to plant an additional two acres of native grasses.

Platte and Prairie Audubon members will continue to participate in the effort to protect the Pawnee Grasslands IBA.  Additionally, we will continue to support the Colorado Audubon legislative activities, perform the Christmas Bird Count and maintain the Audubon natural garden in Centennial Village in Greeley.

The chapter held it’s 17th annual Christmas Bird Seed sale. We had 66 orders and sold 4 ½ tones of seed. The chapter raised approximately $1,500.  Two members have come forward to take over editing the newsletter.
