We are working hard to support residence in southeastern Colorado who are resisting the military takeover of the Comanche grasslands and adjacent ranches. We will be participating actively in the city of Boulder Trail Study Area process, which will decide how much protection relatively wild areas in the Flatirons will receive in the future. We will be launching all our spring-summer monitoring programs, including the Bluebird Trail, Ecosystem Stewardship Initiative, Breeding Bird Atlas, and Species of Special Concern nest monitoring.
