4. Please provide a short narrative highlighting your most significant action during this period? 

Aiken Audubon Society

Over 120 people participated in the annual Christmas Bird Count.

We met with the Colorado Springs TOPS Committee to see if Colorado Springs is willing to accept the donation of the Redwing Sanctuary property.  We toured the 18 acres with the committee and met again in early February.

We have increased attendance at our programs considerably, and we have increased the membership renewal  rate, which improves our chapter funding. Also we conducted several very successful Christmas Bird Counts.

We developed a list of seven actions we are going to ask the city of Boulder to take to stem carbon emissions.  We are developing fact sheets for each issue and plan to present them to staff and City Council members in March and April. A report from Tom McConnell from a field trip: Birders enjoyed perfect weather while searching for winter birds in Eagle County.  We stopped enroute and looked at the American Dippers at Grizzly Creek Rest Area and we found a Bald Eagle along the Eagle River between Dotsero and Gypsum.  The river is well named.  In Eagle we met other birders and headed south to find birds along Brush Creek.  We go great close-up looks at a Wood Duck, found Wild Turkeys, a wintering Great Blue Heron, Ret-tailed Hawks, a snipe, chickadees, Juniper Titmice, White-breasted Nuthatch, dippers, and American Goldfinches.  Jerry and Jan Fedrizzi provided a great lunch of stew and chili for the group and had filled the feeders for the birds.  A quick drive up Gypsum Creek produced a flock of Horned Larks and a very showy Rough-legged Hawk.  Every trip should be like this one with shirt-sleeve weather, great food, lots of birds, and good company.  Our group of twelve birders found 31 species of birds for the day.
