Aiken Audubon Society

We led an exceptional field trip to Emerald Valley – “Blooms, Birds and Butterflies” and located many rare orchids.

We restarted monthly programs (“members meetings”), with a research symposium (of projects funded by our Lois Webster Fund, supporting Colorado non-game research and education) on May 2 and a discussion of biodiversity, the BioBlitz festival, and the links between nature and overcoming poverty on June 6. Kevin Corwin, volunteer director of the Colorado Bluebird Project, was named a “7Everyday Hero” by KMGH Channel 7, Denver’s ABC affiliate in June. Hosted BioBlitz Festival on June 15 & 16, with 150 participants. On June 18, we announced two challenges from the LMC Community Foundation—a 50% match on endowment giving through March 31, 2007, and our inclusion among the first 60 nonprofits in GivingFirst, a new online donor tool targeted toward knowledgeable investors.
